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 Today is Palm Sunday, which is traditionally celebrated as the day which Jesus rode a donkey into the city, which was fulfillment of a prophecy. They spread Palm leaves and their garments in His path as He entered the city and cried, “Hosanna: Blessed is the King of Israel that cometh in the name of the Lord.” (John 12:13) What a great reception He received!


I guess my purpose for including this incident and portion of scripture is to introduce the question to you (and me). How are we receiving Him when He comes to your ‘town’? Can you recall the first time you ever heard the story of Jesus? Did you open your mind and spirit to let Him come in? Did you “spread your garments or palm leaves” in recognition of Him?


We used to sing that old song “Come into my heart, come in today, come in to stay, come into my heart Lord Jesus.” My hope is that you have welcomed Him into your heart (to stay!). The same Jesus who was welcomed by possibly some of this same crowd on Palm Sunday was there to cry “Crucify Him!” the very next week! Go figure!

The point is this- our faith should not be dictated by circumstances or other people. I encourage you to be very stable and unwavering in your faith. Do not doubt Jesus is who He says He is- The RESURRECTED LORD who is returning for a Church that will be resurrected when He comesl!!!
