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Four prominent Christian leaders are calling for American Christians to rediscover the power of Lent. This recent call to prayer, known as “Face Down 40”, was issued last month to set aside 40 days for intensified prayer and fasting. The Lent season this year also leads up to the 100th anniversary of the Azusa Street Revival which began in a prayer meeting in Los Angeles in 1906.


“Face Down 40” runs to April 9 and focuses on four specific prayer targets: (1) spiritual revival in the church; (2) spiritual breakthrough in the Middle East; (3) global awakening among youth; and (4) a moral awakening in the United States including an end to the Supreme Court's upholding of abortion rights. 





You can participate in “Face Down 40” in several ways. Some people may feel called to fast the entire 40 days. Others can choose a week during the Lent season to devote to prayer and fasting. Others can fast one day a week during the 40-day period.





The 1904 Welsh Revival was also marked by extraordinary prayer. Thousands of people came to Christ in Wales in 1904 and 1905, and detailed numbers of conversions were published in newspapers. I believe what began on Azusa Street and what occurred in Wales can happen again, and it is possible that a movement such as “Face Down 40” could get us all in the right position to receive an outpouring of the Holy Spirit.
